Leading the Way on Jobs & Growth

Budget Overall picture:

Canada has returned to economic growth following the deepest
global economic recession since the 1930s. The global recovery, however,
remains fragile.

Budget 2010 aims to contribute to this recovery and sustain
Canadadbs economic advantage now and
three broad aims;

1.I't confirms $19 billion in new fec

Economic Action Plan to create and maintain jobs, complemented by $6
billion from provinces, territories, municipalities and other partners.

2. Itinvests in a limited number of new, targeted initiatives to build jobs,

and growth for the economy of tomorrow, strengthen Canadian innovation,
and make Canada a destination of choice for new business investment.
3.Budget 2010 charts a course to bri
over the medium term and well before any other Group of Seven (G7)
country.

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Which is best for me?
Passport or Nexus Card

As many of you are aware we have run a number
of passport clinics over the past few years. A question that has
come up often over the last few months is whether a person is
better off to get a passport or a Nexus Card.

Since | already had a passport, | decided to go through the
Nexus card process in order to provide my thoughts on the major
differences that | saw in hopes it will help you decide which is
better for you. The following summarizes the differences.

The CBSA suggests that the
application process may take U
to 6 to 8 weeks, however, the
entire process took me about 3
weeks from submission of the
online application to receiving
my card. | received tentative
approval within 4 days of my
online submission.
